Don't miss the rare opportunity to play for Mr. Wyrick and hear him speak about performance and audition preparation.
Guidelines:

· Open to violin students up to 18 years of age at the time of the audition.
· One piece less than 10 minute in length from standard repertoire.  Repeats are optional as long as the selected piece is within the time limit.  No simplified or arrangement of the instrument is allowed.  Memorization is required.  Original music must be provided for judges (no photo copied music)
· Students must provide own accompanist for both audition and at the master class, if selected.
· Teacher and parent (if under 18 years of age) signatures required.
· For those students who reside outside of Tri-State area or have conflict, they may send DVD.  Please submit the application form postmarked by November 1, 2010.  DVD must be received by November 8.  Please label DVD with student’s name and repertoire selection. A copy of the music must accompany DVD.  Partial recording of a piece or a piece without an accompanist, when it is required, will be disqualified.  DVD cannot be returned.

PLEASE NOTE:  Students will perform the entire work first.  Then request will be made for repetition of specific phrases or entire sections during the audition.

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ERIC WYRICK, violinist and Concertmaster of the NJSO, began studying the violin at 4 years old and entered the Juilliard Pre-College to study with Dorothy DeLay at the age of six. Wyrick's first professional orchestral position was with the Hudson Valley Philharmonic at the age of fourteen, and his first concertmaster experience was with Christmas String Seminar with Alexander Schneider conducting. 
     

Before the NJSO, Eric lead an eclectic career which included among his credits: Artistic Personnel Coordinator and frequent leader of the Orpheus Chamber Orchestra; Concertmaster of the American Symphony Orchestra, the Bard Festival Orchestra, L'Opera Francais New York , and EOS Music; Assistant Concertmaster of the New York City Opera Orchestra.  An active chamber musician, Wyrick can be heard frequently with the NJSO Chamber Players. 

Wyrick has made solo television appearances in the American Playhouse production of Andre's Mother, the Dance in America presentation of Chausson Poeme for American Ballet Theater, and as appeared as a featured soloist, playing Mozart Concerto K.219 in the BBC's Great Composers Series, with Orpheus, on PBS. 

In addition to his annual NJSO solo appearances, Wyrick has performed as soloist with Danish Radio Orchestra, the Orchestre de Toulouse, EOS Music, the Hudson Valley Philharmonic, and the San Angelo Symphony Orchestra .He has recorded for Bridge Records, Vanguard, and, with Orpheus, has made numerous CDs for Deutsche Grammophon.
