Please label DVD with student’s name and repertoire selection. A copy of the music must accompany DVD.  Partial recording of a piece or a piece without an accompanist, when it is required, will be disqualified.  DVD cannot be returned.
Repertoire Requirements
· One music selection not to exceed 7 minutes in total length from standard solo repertoire.  No arrangement or simplified edition of instruments will be accepted.  Sonata/sonatina movement will count as one selection.  No repeats unless they affect the integrity of the piece.
· Memorization is required for all instruments.
· Original music must be presented to judges.  No photo copies will be allowed.

· Concertos must be performed with piano reduction of the orchestral parts.  Please minimize piano accompaniment interludes.

· Instrumentalists/vocalists must provide own accompanist for both competition and for the concert, if selected.
· No changes of repertoire once submitted.

· Judges’ decisions are final.
